Legal Update—This class will inform officers about recent developments in Illinois Law including new 

statues and case decisions. Topics include changes in juvenile procedure, sex offenses and offenders, 

search and seizure, confessions, amendments to existing laws, traffic developments, neglect and abuse 

and other timely topics.

This session will give investigators the basic  
understanding in conducting these investigations to find out who the ―Bad guy‖ is.

Juvenile Justice and Mental Health Systems Adolescent Development, including brain and cognitive  

development; mental health disorders among youth, including trauma-related disorders and substance use; 

treatment strategies for youth; practical strategies for working with youth, crisis de-escalation, prevention, 

etc; roles of families and family engagement. 

 

Pediatric Trauma Inflicted or Not?—How to determine if pediatric injuries are from accidental or intentional 

means through the use of a physical exam and history of child. 

 

Teen Panel—We will be pulling a group of recent high school graduates from throughout Northern Illinois. 

The panel will focus on current problems facing youth including substance abuse trends, bullying issues, 

social media problems, etc. 

After School Programs and Summer Camps— Looks at the benefits of these programs and different ways 

to initiate them within a community. 

 

DARE Bullying Enhancement Lesson, Instructional Course—This class will enable certified DARE  

officers to incorporate a bullying prevention program within their instructional lessons.  
 

DARE Community Program Lessons, Instructional Course—This class will provide instruction on several 

topics related to address current community concerns and problems.
